All advertisements are accepted and published by U.S. News entirely on the
representation that the agency or advertiser is duly authorized to publish the entire
contents and subject matter and shall be jointly and severally responsible for payment
thereof. In consideration of the publication of advertisements, the advertiser and agency,
jointly and severally, will indemnify and save harmless U.S. News, its affiliates, and their
respective directors, officers, agents and employees, from any loss, liability,
or expense (including reasonable attorneys’ fees) incurred as a result of any claim,
proceeding or suit for libel, violation of the right of privacy or publicity, plagiarism, copyright or
trademark infringement and any other claim, proceeding or suit based on the contents or
subject matter of such advertisements.

U.S. News reserves the right to reject or cancel any advertising for any reason at any
time prior to publication. Prepayment may be required prior to acceptance of an
advertisement for publication. Acceptance of an advertisement for publication in the
magazine does not guarantee that it will be published in issues circulated in foreign
countries.

Advertiser and
agency each consent to the jurisdiction of such courts and waive any objection to the laying of
venue of any such civil action or proceeding in such courts.
